Student Induction Programme (SIP) is a most important programme of a college which
help a student to accumulate a new environment of a college / University Level in his/her
life.

Aims and objective of the SIP are given elaborately in the UGC Guideline that
“purpose of Student Induction Programme is to help new students adjust and feel
comfortable in the new environment, inculcate in them the ethos and culture of the
institution, help them build bonds with other students and faculty members, and expose
them to a sense of larger purpose and self-exploration. The term induction is generally used
to describe the whole process whereby the incumbents adjust to or acclimatize to their new
roles and environment. In other words, it is a well-planned event to educate the new
entrants about the environment in a particular institution, and connect them with the

people in it.

Student Induction Programme engages with the new students as soon as they come into
the institution; before regular classes start. At the start of the induction, the incumbents
learn about the institutional policies, processes, practices, culture and values, and their
mentor groups are formed. Students Induction could cover a number of different aspects
(SAGE):

» Socializing: meeting other new students, senior students, students’ union, Lectures

by Eminent People;

Associating: visits to University / College, visits to Dept./Branch/ Programme of

study & important places on campus, local area, city and so on;

Governing: rules and regulations, student support etc;

Experiencing: Subject lectures, study skills, small-group activities, physical activity,
creative and performing arts, literary activities, universal human values, etc.

Human rights are the sum of all those rights of human without which a man cannot
possible to developed his whole personality a human being. These rights are innate and
universal. The accomplishment of the concept of Human Rights has been achieved with
the development of history. Although human rights have been discussed throughout the
ages, the discussion did not gain special richness until the Second World War. The
horrors of World War I and the massive loss of life made the discussion of human rights
as a topic of global debate. The Discourse on Human Rights have been poured further
by issues of colonial rule, exploitation and oppression. The terrible consequences of the
Second World War, the intolerable persecution of the Jewish community and the murder
of millions of people in the gas chambers due to the extreme nationalistic ideas of
Germany under Nazi Rule and Italy under Fascist Rule, the events of Hiroshima and
Nagasaki became the central topic of the United Nations discussion on the protection of
human rights. Amid discussions and debates at various conferences, the Declaration on

Human Rights was signed on December 10, 1948 in accordance with General Assembly

Resolution 217 (a). United Nations observes 10th December as Human Rights Day.
